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Safety & Security Team Leader
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Team Personnel: Preparedness consultations between school leadership and law enforcement will decide upon the appropriate size and scope of this team. Law enforcement personnel will typically be available during a school incident, but in planning for a worst case scenario it is unrealistic to expect that uniformed peace officers will always be available to assist with this team’s roles and responsibilities. School leadership must consider this when deciding upon team size and composition.

Roles & Responsibilities

· Receive instructions from, and report status to the Operations Section Chief.

· Coordinate with the Logistics Section to maintain a well stocked inventory of team equipment such as:

· Yellow perimeter tape and duct tape

· Sawhorses and cones

· Sign making materials

· Flashlights
· Communications Equipment

· Other

· Plan the media assembly area with the Public Information Officer and take reasonable measures to maintain its security.
· Take reasonable actions to maintain the isolation of the Incident Command Post from people who do not belong there.

· Enforce safe methods of evacuation, whether the evacuation is being done on foot or in vehicles.

· Participate in Search & Rescue Team activities to strictly enforce team safety and halt any and all unsafe actions.

· Maintain a constant presence at shelters to provide security.

· Maintain a very high level of presence and scrutiny at Family Reunification activities to ensure the safety and appropriate behavior of all people involved in that team’s processes.
